Think of the rich 
young ruler’s claim to perfection (Matt 19:16-22) 
 

2. Consider one or two of the passages where Christ displayed 
anger. How does this compare with how you display anger? 
 

3. Are there those in your life with whom you need to seek 
reconciliation? How will you do this? How quickly? 

 
4. Covenant children – what is Jesus teaching you about the sin 

in your anger against your siblings or friends?
